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This is how the SEASEAL works - 1

The concept is based on a purpose designed 
ship - a ”Sealship”. When there is no storm 
threat it is moored at a quay and is used for 
different services and activities, like cafes, 
restaurants, shops and gyms, but also for car 
parking.
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When a powerful storm is approaching, and 
there is a risk for extreme water levels, the 
ship casts off and positions itself in front of 
the harbour entrance.

This is how the SEASEAL works - 2
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The ship is submerged onto a sill on the sea 
floor by taking in water in large ballast tanks. 
Standing firm on the bottom it is blocking the 
influx of water from the sea. After the storm 
has passed the water is pumped out and the 
ship returns to its ordinary quay berth.
